
The Valdiguié vines on the Lolonis property were not only my introduction to
California’s lesser know vineyard history, but an epithany of sorts when it comes to
what is often overlooked. When I first stumbled on these virussed vines, there hadn’t
been a real buyer for the grapes in years, the vines were neglected, and the variety had
been all but forgotten. Fast forward 20 years and every young aspiring winemaker
knows Valdiguié, knows the Lolonis Vineyard, and would jump at the opporunity to
produce the wine. Of course, we know that we are fortunate and blessed to have
worked with the vineyard for almost two decades. 

Like so many of the vintages, this is another lean and racy wine that offers a fresh fruit
punch type of juiciness with a rustic “old California” type structure. At the risk of being
cliche, I think it is one of the better vintages in the last many. KL
