
Named after Charles Giraud and 
Maxime Latour to honor winegrower 
Jean-Pierre’s two grandfathers, this 
cuvée is an assemblage of di�erent 
plots and represents di�erent soil 
types in Meursault. Aromas of ripe 
stone fruits, lemon peel, anise 
and flowers. Densely packed but 
light on its feet, showing subtle 
salinity to its fresh fruit flavors. 
A distinctly pretty wine with 
lovely acid lift.  Representative 
of the heralded 2017 vintage. 
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
