Vignerons de Buxy produces the Bourgogne Cote Chalonnaise Pinot Noir wine 
exclusively from Pinot Noir grapes grown the shallow, ventilated soil of Côte 
Chalonnaise. Aged in stainless steel vats it offers a fine balance of red fruit aromas, 
soft tannins, and a complex texture. Best paired with meats and strong cheeses, this 
wine showcases the unique terroir of Burgundy.

TASTING NOTES
Fine red color with ruby glints, aromas of blackcurrant, morello cherry, and 
redcurrant, hints of smoke. Rich and complex with soft tannins and a firm texture.

VINIFICATION
Aged in stainless steel vats revealing the specific character of the Côte Chalonnaise 
region.
