Cardedu  Bianco ‘Bucce’
Since 10th century AD, Sergio 
Loi’s family winery has produced 
naturally-made wines with no 
chemicals, light filtration, and low 
to no added sulfites.  

Bucce means skins, as in macerated 
on the skins/macerato sulle bucce. 
This macerato/orange wine is a 
blend of Vermentino, Cannonau 
and Nasco.  Sour Mirabelle plums, 
sea salt, and dried white flowers 
float on bass notes of coastal wild 
rosemary and myrtle, i.e. macchia 
mediterranea. Steamed cozze 
anyone?
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
