Lower than average crops were the result of a dry
flowering season. Temperatures were unusually mild.
Harvest began on the 6th of February, with our Shiraz
being picked in early March. 

A long cool growing season led to excellent phenolic
ripeness and intense color and an inviting brightness
on the palate.
