VITICULTURE 
From 10 to 60 year-old vines with classic “en 
Gobelet” training.  3rd year of organic 
conversion.  Manual harvest.  Yields of just 1.47 
tons/acre.   

WINEMAKING 
Whole-cluster fermentation with native yeasts.  
Semi-Carbonic maceration.  No 
enzymes/sulfites/additions in vinfication.     7-14 
days on the skins then matured on the fine lees 
in concrete tanks.  Bottled with a touch of sulfur. 

ALCOHOL 
13.5% 

TASTING NOTES  
Fresh, expressive aromas of ripe, red fruit with 
hints of pepper and juniper berry on the nose. 
Round and expansive on the palate, ending with 
a lingering finish of licorice and blackberries.  A 
concentrated and well-structured wine that is 
also very approachable.   

SERVE WITH 
Excellent on its own, with a wide range of 
charcuterie, and dishes like Peking duck and 
Char Siu pork.  Can be enjoyed with a slight chill.
